CITY COUNCIL
DOUG FAAS, MAYOR, PRESIDING

The City Council of the City of Evansdale, lowa met in regular session, according to law, the rules of said
Council and prior notice given each member thereof, in the Council Chambers of City Hall of Evansdale,
lowa at 6:00 P.M. on the above date. Council members present in order of roll call: Seible, Dewater, and
Loftus. Absent: Walker and Nichols. Quorum present.

Dewater/Loftus to approve the February 2, 2016 agenda. Ayes-Three. Motion carried.

Mayor Faas presented the Bunger Middle School Student of the Month with the student of the month
certificate for the month of January 2016: Zachary Nichols. Due to the weather and the Waterloo Schools
closing we will present the remaining students on our next agenda.

Seible/Dewater to approve the following items on the February 2, 2016 consent agenda, with the exception
of item b) Resolution 5918 authorizing payment of bills and transfers. a) Approval of January 19, 2016
regular meeting minutes. Roll call vote: Ayes-Three. Motion carried.

Dewater/Loftus to approve item b) Resolution 5918 authorizing payment of bills and transfers. Councilman
Seible questioned the invoice to Black Hawk Electric in the amount of $860.95 for the replacement of flag
pole lights. Chief Jensen responded that they replaced lights as well as conduit. Mayor Faas read a
description from the invoice of the work that was completed. Seible also questioned why we’re paying the
City of EIk Run Heights for building permits. Faas responded that we helped them with inspections, as they
lost their inspector, until they found a replacement. They paid the city 65% of permits collected and the
invoice represented their 35% revenue. Seible also questioned fund 302. City Clerk responded that the fund
represents the capital improvement projects to include River Forest Road Reconstruction Project
engineering fees. Roll call vote: Ayes-Three. Motion carried.

Dewater/Seible to approve Resolution 5919 approving temporary construction easement agreements for the
River Forest Road Reconstruction project in the amount of approximately $4,700. Roll call vote: Ayes-
Three. Motion carried.

Loftus/Seible to approve Resolution 5920 amending list of signatories on the City of Evansdale’s
financial accounts and safe deposit box. Roll call vote: Ayes-Three. Motion carried.

Seible/Loftus to approve Resolution 5921 approving 28E agreement with the City of EIk Run Heights
regarding Police Officer services. Councilman Seible questioned why we are not serving the City of Elk
Run Heights for Ambulance and Fire services as well. Mayor Faas responded that he was uncertain why
Elk Run Heights voted to deny the services. We will go forward and provide excellent law enforcement
services this next fiscal year and approach their council again next year for the additional services. Roll call
vote: Ayes-Three. Motion carried.

Dewater/Seible to approve Resolution 5922 approving naming of private drive. Ayes-Three. Motion
carried.

FY 2017 Budget Workshop: Mayor Faas went over minimal changes to include the following: decrease in camp
fee collector fees to $7,500 from 10,000; increase in the police departments building and grounds maintenance
in the amount of $1,200; increase in the street departments other professional services in the amount of $10,000
for the NE Industrial Road Survey and reduce street maintenance by the same amount, but to include the $10,000
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in the capital improvement funds projects line item. The sewer fund is currently in the deficit, but, we will leave
it that way to fund some of the upcoming compliance projects for the sewer plant. There are reserves in the
amount of approximately $335,000 in the sewer fund and as a reminder the lagoon liner will need to be replaced
next spring, we currently are uncertain of the damages. We also have to keep in mind the replacement of the jet
truck. Municipal Pipe Tool has a jet truck for sale, information will be provided at the next meeting. We have
spent $8-9,000 in the last couple months subbing out jet truck services. Councilman Seible questioned if this jet
truck has the full package that we had discussed at an earlier council meeting. Faas responded that Public Works
Director, Chris Schares, will look into it. Councilman Seible stated that he would like to see some of the library
capital funds cut, as they are not utilizing the funds they were given this fiscal year. Faas responded that a large
share of their materials are purchased toward the end of the fiscal year. Library Director, Shannon Jensen also
responded that the purchasing of books and the subscription contracts are due at the end of the fiscal year by
direction of the library board.

Councilman Seible questioned the capital expense of safety equipment for the fire department in the amount of
$10,000. Fire Chief, Ryan Phillips, responded that they are required to purchase new equipment every ten years
according to the NFPA (National Fired Protection Association) and that they received a grant approximately ten
(10) years ago to purchase equipment, but no equipment has been purchased since then. Councilman Loftus
questioned when this ruling was put into place as the city of Waterloo is still utilizing their old equipment. Fire
Chief, Phillips responded that he wasn’t certain. Councilman Dewater questioned why the police department
vacation, overtime, and comp time, etc. was not budgeted last year. City Clerk, Kobliska responded that the
council requested during the last budget, that the benefits be broken down. Dewater also commented on the
overtime budgeted for the building inspector, as overtime hasn’t been paid in the past as it was a salaried position.
Mayor Faas stated that it is not a salaried position and there will be incidents, during training time, which
overtime will be inevitable. Dewater stated that we should place the building inspection position as salary. Faas
responded that with the salary increase changes that are for salaried positions, it wouldn’t be beneficial. City
Attorney, Laura Folkerts stated that the increase for the salaried position is likely to occur during the next fiscal
year, and that we would have to come into appliance within 30 days after the ruling passes.

Dewater also questioned where we could cut the budget and stated that he would be in favor of the budget as
presented by increasing the tax levy to 7.41756 to accommodate the budget. Councilman Seible expressed
concern with the levy increase and would like to see the budget cut by $10,000.

Public Discussion: Mayor Faas stated that there will be an open house on Thursday for the River Forest Road
residents that received an easement letter. City Engineer, Jerry Shoff stated that the final plans for the River
Forest Road Project have been submitted and that it will be letting at the lowa Department of Transportation the
3 Tuesday of April 2016. He also stated that the River Forest Road Levee Trail Project will be bid in March as
we have received final approval to move forward on that project. Councilman Loftus questioned the amount of
trees that would be cut down. Shoff responded that there would be trees on both sides of River Forest that would
be removed.

Loraine Atkins, 625 River Forest Rd., wanted to thank all citizens that gave blood at the last blood drive as it
was the best drive yet. She also questioned why she did not receive an easement letter. Mayor Faas responded
that her property did not apply.

There being no further discussion, Loftus/Seible to adjourn the meeting at 6:52 p.m. Motion carried.

MONDAY, DECEMBER 21, 2015

Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by President Borwig at 6:03pm.

Roll Call: Present: Borwig, Clements, Hansen, Johnson, Nichols, and Pritchett
Absent: Kettwig, Miller and Rasanen

Approval of November 16, 2015 Monthly Meeting Minutes: Pritchett moved and Hansen seconded to
approve the minutes from the November 16, 2015 meeting. Ayes — 6. The motion carried.

Approval of bills to be paid in December: Hansen moved and Nichols seconded to approve the
November bills to be paid in December. Ayes -6. The motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report: Kettwig reviewed the report. There were no questions.
Circulation Report: The circulation report was reviewed. There were no questions or concerns.

Old Business:
Overdrive Advantage/Axis 360/Freegal program: After determining that the Freegal program was
not an option after last month’s meeting, it came down to the two other programs. Director Jensen
said she had spoken to both reps and had the chance to review both databases. She said they were
both comparable with regards to price; the only difference was the Overdrive Advantage was a
supplement to what we already use. Nichols moved and Hansen seconded to approve and go with
Axis 360. Ayes — 6. The motion carried.
Director Jensen noted that she received notification from Mayor Faas that the library did receive the
grant for the Lego project. She noted that the grant amount received was $1240, and with the other
monies already received and promised, it makes up a total of $1500. She said that checks would be
distributed at the award ceremony on Wednesday, January 27™ at 10AM at the Waterloo Center for
the Arts. Hansen volunteered to go there to receive the check. Jensen said that once the monies
were received she would begin purchasing the necessary equipment and start the planning of the
Lego program.

New Business:
Marcus Norman was here to represent the Boy Scouts Pack #3126 (Students of Poyner, Highland

and Lincoln) and to request to have fundraiser tickets (Dad’s Belgian Waffle breakfast, Saturday,
February 6™, 8-11am, $6 in advance) available at the library for purchase. Hansen moved to allow
the request and Johnson seconded. Ayes — 6. The motion carried.

Director Jensen informed the board that one of last year’s Summer Reading Program programs, Suit
Up!, lost the check paid for their services in the amount of $150, and did not get it cashed within the
90-day allotted time frame. They asked for a new check to be reissued. Johnson moved to cancel the
old check and reissue a new one, stating that this would be a one-time reissue. Nichols seconded
the motion. Ayes — 6. The motion carried.

Director Jensen said that they had received several requests recently for language acquisition
materials, especially English as a second language, which the library does not have because there
are so many different languages to which this applies. She said that while doing the research for the

Returnto Agenda
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e-book/audiobook program, she came across a couple of different language databases in which she
received information, and reviewed. Her recommendation was the Transparent Language database,
which provided access to the learning of over 95 languages for the annual amount of $500 for their
library. She said they had the money to cover it in the books/subscription line item. Nichols said she
will get information to the teachers in the Waterloo Community School district about this program.
Director Jensen feels that with computers, tablets and smartphones being ubiquitous in use,
providing more access to digital material is inevitable. The goal is to find the databases most desired
and provide those since price is an obvious issue. We will see what type of use it gets and adjust
accordingly next year. Nichols moved and Johnson seconded to approve the Transparent Language
database for one year. Ayes —6. The motion carried.

The city’s proposed wage increase is 3%. The budget committee proposed that Director Jensen
receive $.50 (2.9%) and Assistant Johnson receive $.40 (3.1%). Hansen moved and Clements
seconded to approve the wage increases recommended by the Budget Committee. Ayes — 6. The
motion carried.

Johnson moved and Hansen seconded to accept the proposed budget for FY2016-2017 and submit
to the city. The only money being asked for above and beyond in the general fund line items is to
accommodate pay increases. The Committee is asking for $13,100 in Capital Improvements. $10,500
to expand the new e-book/audiobook database, and $2600 for a new STEM computer system in the
youth department to replace one of the game computers with something more educational. Ayes —
6. The motion carried.

Discussion:
Pritchett said that she just wanted to thank everyone on the board and on staff for their hard

work. She said oftentimes it goes unnoticed and it’s rarely addressed.

Adjournment: There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 7:01pm.

Quarterly commencing on July 1, 2016, October 1, 2016, January 1, 2017, and April 1, 2017; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Evansdale,
lowa, authorizes the Mayor to sign the 28E Agreement for the Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2017.

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28E CONTRACTUAL AGREEMENT FOR LAW ENFORCEMENT SERVICES

THIS CONTRACT made and entered into this day of , 2016, by
and between the City of Evansdale, lowa (hereinafter “Evansdale”) and the City of EIk Run
Heights, lowa (hereinafter “Elk Run Heights”).

WHEREAS, Elk Run Heights is desirous of contracting law enforcement services with
Evansdale, and WHEREAS, Evansdale is agreeable to rendering such service on the terms and
conditions hereinafter set forth, and WHEREAS, Evansdale is agreeable to furnishing law
enforcement services to EIk Run Heights as hereinafter set forth.

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to Chapter 28E of the Code of lowa, 2015, the parties agree as
follows:

1. Duration of Agreement. The duration of this agreement is one (1) year, commencing
July 1, 2016, and terminating (including) June 30, 2017.

2. No Entity Created. ~ No separate legal or administrative entity is created by this
agreement.
3. Purpose of Agreement. The purpose of this agreement is to provide law

enforcement services to EIk Run Heights.

4. Financing. Elk Run Heights shall finance the operation from general revenue.
Detailed budgets and costs shall be kept by both parties. Elk Run Heights agrees to pay
Evansdale for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2016 and ending June 30, 2017 the sum of
$31,618.80 payable quarterly on the 15" day of the first month of each quarter.

5. Renewal. This agreement will automatically be extended for an additional one year
period unless three months’ written notice of intent not to extend is given by either party.

6. Services to be Provided.

A. Evansdale agrees to provide law enforcement services within the corporate limits
of Elk Run Heights, which services shall include but not be limited to the enforcement of
state statutes, where applicable, municipal ordinances, general patrol activities, and the
duties and functions of the type customarily rendered by professional law enforcement
officers to enforce the ordinances of the municipal code of Elk Run Heights and the
statutes of the State of lowa by duly sworn and certified officers of Evansdale.

B. Evansdale agrees that it shall provide law enforcement protection within the
corporate limits of Elk Run Heights, 24 hours a day, 365 days a year, on a random patrol
basis, random patrol meaning that there is no fixed time in which the personnel or
vehicles will appear but Evansdale will treat EIk Run Heights as part of its normal city
patrolling jurisdiction and shall furnish 21 hours of random patrol within Elk Run
Heights per week.
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C. Officers shall attend all law enforcement related court and administrative hearings
upon the request of the ElIk Run Heights City Attorney or Elk Run Heights city officials.

D. Officers shall, where possible, file charges under City Ordinances of EIk Run
Heights, but if EIk Run Heights has no applicable ordinance, then the charge may be filed
under the applicable state statute.

E. Evansdale shall make monthly reports to the Mayor and City Council of Elk Run
Heights. These monthly reports shall include the enforcement activity, number of calls,
the number of investigative hours spent, and other matters which the parties may deem
important to be included in these reports. These reports shall be computer based
wherever possible.

F. The discipline of all officers in matters incident to performance of their services
and control of all personnel shall remain with Evansdale. Evansdale shall also be
responsible for all training, hiring, firing, assignment and other discipline of their
employees.

G. Evansdale shall hold EIk Run Heights harmless for any liability arising out of
Evansdale’s performance of this contract. EIk Run Heights shall, however, remain
responsible for any intentional or negligent acts of EIk Run Heights, its officers or
employees, that result in liability and damages to Evansdale or third parties. Both
Evansdale and ElIk Run Heights shall provide their liability insurance to cover the
operation and performance of this contract.

7. Responsibility of Mayor. The Mayor of Elk Run Heights shall be responsible for
setting law enforcement practices and standards, generally. Said guidelines will be
communicated directly to the Evansdale Police Chief by the Mayor. Laws to be enforced equally
and without favor.

8. Additional Services. Evansdale will provide additional personnel and services when
requested by ElIk Run Heights for special events or incidents. Elk Run Heights shall pay to
Evansdale the actual cost of said additional personnel and services, in the same manner as
described in paragraph 9 below. Evansdale will provide time cards and other verification of
costs when requested by Elk Run Heights.

9. Specialty Personnel. If it becomes necessary for Evansdale to provide special
investigative, enforcement, photographic, or laboratory services to EIk Run Heights for the
investigation or prosecution of any crime committed in EIk Run Heights, Evansdale shall bill Elk
Run Heights on a monthly basis for said expenses at the actual cost to Evansdale. Evansdale
agrees that the above services shall only be necessary if the regular patrol officer is unable to
perform the needed work due to the lack of experience, training or availability. It is anticipated
by the parties that the above services would only be required in the investigation of major felony
matters. The billing for specialty services is done by Evansdale. An itemized statement is

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prepared and sent to EIk Run Heights for receiving the services and payment for the services is
sent to Evansdale and placed in the general fund as revenue.

10. Elk Run Heights Non-Liability. Elk Run Heights shall not assume any liability for
the direct payment of any salaries, wages or other compensation to any Evansdale personnel
performing services hereunder for EIk Run Heights, or any liability other than provided in the
contract. Elk Run Heights shall not be liable for compensation or indemnity to any Evansdale
employee for injury or sickness arising out of his or her employment and Evansdale hereby
agrees to hold harmless EIk Run Heights from any such claim.

11. Liability Insurance. Each of the parties hereto agrees that they shall maintain the same
liability insurance coverage they now have in force to insure their respective interest in this
contract. Each party may require proof of insurance and certification of insurance from the
other, and compliance with such a request shall not unreasonably be withheld.

12.  Consultation with EIk Run Heights. Evansdale Police representatives shall make
themselves available during normal working business hours to the City Council or Mayor of Elk
Run Heights to discuss the law enforcement services being provided to EIk Run Heights.

13. Default. In the event one party defaults or cannot perform because of
circumstances beyond its control, Evansdale shall refund Elk Run Heights an amount of money
in the same proportion to the contract price as the time for non-performance is to the contract.

14.  Access. All parties mutually agree to allow access to records, documents and
papers to auditors of EIk Run Heights and of Evansdale as allowed by Chapter 692 of the Code
of lowa. Such access shall be allowed until three years after the expiration date of this contract.

15.  Third Party Claims. EIlk Run Heights shall not be responsible for any act, injury or
damage arising out of the performance of this contract due solely to the fault or negligence of
Evansdale. Elk Run Heights shall, however, be responsible for any act, including acts of
negligence, that causes claims to be made by or against Evansdale or a third party. Each party to
this agreement shall be required to defend any action as their interests appear.

16. Evansdale Non-Liability. Evansdale and its officers and employees shall not be
deemed to assume any liability for intentional or negligent acts of EIk Run Heights, its officers
or employees. Elk Run Heights shall hold Evansdale, its officers and employees harmless from,
and shall defend Evansdale, its officers and employees against any claim for damages resulting
therefrom.

17. Entire Agreement.  All parties state that they have obtained the necessary approval and
acceptance from their respective governing bodies to enter into this agreement and that the above
provisions constitute the entire and complete agreement between the parties on this subject
matter.

CITY OF EVANSDALE
AGREEMENT - CITY ATTORNEY

This Agreement, made and entered into January 5, 2016, by and between the City of Evansdale,
State of lowa, a municipal corporation (“the City”), and Laura L. Folkerts (“Attorney”), each of whom
understand as follows:

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City desires to retain the services of Laura L. Folkerts, Dutton, Braun, Staack
& Hellman, PLC, as City Attorney of the City of Evansdale as provided by the Code of Ordinances for
the City of Evansdale; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Council to secure and retain the services of the Attorney and
to provide a means for terminating the Attorney’s services at such time as she may be unable to fully
discharge her duties or when the City may otherwise desire to terminate her services; and

WHEREAS, Attorney desires to serve as City Attorney of Evansdale;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants herein contained, the parties
agree as follows:

1. SCOPE. The City agrees to utilize the services of Laura L. Folkerts as City Attorney,
beginning immediately, to perform other duties and functions as the City Council shall from time to time
assign. Attorney may accept and provide non-exclusive legal services for other parties.

2. TERM. This Agreement shall be in effect through December 31, 2016. Nothing in this
section shall prevent, limit or otherwise interfere with the right of the Council to terminate the services
of the Attorney at any time. Nothing in this Section shall prevent, limit or otherwise interfere with the
right of the Attorney to resign at any time from this position with the City. In the event the Attorney
voluntarily resigns her position with the City, the Attorney shall give the City a six week notice in
advance, unless the parties agree otherwise in writing.

3. COMPENSATION. Effective immediately, the City agrees to pay Attorney for her
services at an hourly rate of $175.00 per hour. Attorney shall submit monthly bills to the City to be due
and paid upon receipt. Extensive travel is not anticipated for this position, however, the City will
reimburse for mileage for use of Attorney’s personal vehicle for any City business conducted outside of
Black Hawk County, lowa, per federal and state regulations.

4. OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF AGREEMENT. The City, in consultation
with the Attorney, may fix any such other terms and conditions of this Agreement, as it may determine
from time to time, relating to the performance of Attorney, provided such terms and conditions are not
inconsistent with or in conflict with the provisions of this Agreement, the Code of Ordinances for the
City of Evansdale, or any other law.
